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PRINCIPAL'S MESSAGE...

Dear Parents,

Wordsworth wrote, “My heart leaps up when | behold a rainbow in
the sky”.

What fills your heart with joy? Smiling faces, bubbles, a rainbow, a
happy tune, hot air balloons, daffodils?

What gives us that wonderful feeling that makes us smile and
laugh and jump up and down? Jumping for joy is actually a scien-
tific fact! Wanting to jump up and down is one of the ways that
scientists measure joy. It's different from happiness, which
measures how good we feel most of the time. Joy is about feeling
good in one special moment, right now. We say we are bursting
with joy.

Why do we feel joy when we see a stream of bubbles or a display
of ice creams, especially the ones with the sprinkles? It's be-
cause our hearts are lifted by bright colours, lots of things togeth-
er like balloons, things up in the air above us, round colourful
things like sprinkles and M&M’s. They give everyone joy. We all
stop and look up to the sky when we see the multi-coloured arc of
a rainbow. And fireworks - we don't even need to know what
they're for, and we feel like we're celebrating, too. These things
aren't joyful for just a few people; they're joyful for nearly every-
one. They're universally joyful.

It sometimes seems our differences are so vast we can never find
agreement. And yet there's a part of each of us that finds joy in
the same things. They might be passing pleasures but we all
share them. Inside all of us is the same joy germ!

Little moments of joy are all around us.

And we can make more of them. Students in brightly coloured
schools learn better; people working in colourful offices are more
confident and friendlier. Colour gives us joy because it is a sign of
life, a sign of energy. And we love the feeling of abundance, like a
shower of colourful confetti or a big bowl of lollies.

Each moment of joy is small, but over time, they add up and bring
us great happiness. Look out for moments of joy. We all have the
drive to seek out joy in our surroundings. The drive toward joy is
the drive toward life.

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THREE WAY INTERVIEWS...

What are 3WI's?

If you are a new family to St Mary’s you may be unfamiliar with the Three Way Interviews
(BWIs). The 3WI is part of our assessing and reporting process and it involves the child, parent
and teacher in a 10 minute interview. It also provides a forum for teachers, students and par-
ents to acknowledge student progress and achievement. It may involve students taking work
home that has been assessed by the teacher and themselves. Parents then respond with a
comment regarding their child’s achievement and progress during the 3WI and learning goals
are set for the rest of the year. 3WIs will be held in the last week of this term and information
about times etc will be sent home soon.

In three way interviews, students typically lead by explaining their learning achievements as
well as areas for further improvement. This may include displays of student work across a
number of subjects and across a semester. Both strategies are important avenues for involv-
ing parents and students in the learning process and help parents understand the teaching
and learning, assessment and reporting process. Three way interviews have benefits for
teachers, parents and schools. Some of these benefits are outlined in the table below.

Allows for shared responsibility of student learning, assessment and reporting.
Flows naturally from work produced in class.

Enhances self esteem by allowing them to share their learning opportunities in
a positive environment.
Critically involves students in self assessment and allows them to take respon-

Parents Allows them to participate in the reporting process rather than merely respond-

ing to it.
Provides evidence to support twice yearly written reports.
